CRITERIA FOR ENTRY
Projects or museums should be able to be visited between March-June 2021
Nominees for the Awards are normally visited in person by judges appointed by EMA from our Pool of Experts to ensure that the museums get the opportunity to discuss everything they feel important for the understanding of the nomination. However, because of the ongoing unpredictable Covid-19 pandemic situation EMA and the nominees need to be prepared for possible digital and virtual judging. This will not affect the criteria of either award. EMA will follow the situation closely and will contact the nominees if digital and virtual judging is needed.
The Luigi Micheletti Award
This is an Award focused on contemporary European history and its scientific, industrial and social heritage. You may apply if you are a museum of 20th-century history (military political or social), a museum of science, technology or industry, a science centre, an ecomuseum, or an interpretation centre on these subjects and emerging crucial issues of contemporary society.
The DASA Award
The basic criterion of this award is the quality of learning opportunities, in a comprehensive perspective: the museological concept, the quality of the storyline, the creativity of the exhibition design and the programme of educational activities. Specific attention is also given to personal mediation, the interactive participation of the public and an effective mix of education and entertainment.
This Award is open to all kinds of museums.

The completed application should be accompanied by an entry fee of 300 € (three hundred Euros), paid by bank transfer. Transfer charges must be paid by the applicant.  Please make sure that your payment can be identified and include a copy of the transfer instructions with your application.
